	Duration of each Global PhD project (duration of joint enrolment)

The universities will provide a tuition fee waiver for up to 3 years of the joint enrolment period and between 12 and 24 months of stipend (usually 18 months), depending on the study plan for the project and on-site location of the student.



	Eligibility to submit a project proposal
	Academics employed at MQ and NTHU in areas of joint research priority.

Project proposals will be developed collaboratively by a team of prospective project supervisors.

	Macquarie contributions 
	At Macquarie University, a tuition fee waiver scholarship is available to selected students for up to 3 years of joint enrolment.
A living stipend is available for between 12 and 24 months (usually 18 months) and only when the student is physically at Macquarie Campus.
The stipend rate in 2025 is AU $38,500 per annum, pro rata. 
The student is also eligible to receive international return airfare travel support for up to AU $4,000.


	NTHU contributions 
	International Students may apply for a NTHU Tuition Fee Scholarship for the duration of the student’s enrolment at NTHU.  
Taiwan Domestic Students may apply for a NTHU Tuition Fee Scholarship for the duration of the student’s enrolment at NTHU.  
NTHU may provide a monthly stipend while the student is located on campus at NTHU up to 24 months.
